¢ MORAL MARGIN: PUTTING DISTANCE BETWEEN YOU AND
TEMPTATION.

When tempted, no one should say, "God is tempting me." For God cannot be tempted by evil, nor
does he tempt anyone; 14 but each one is tempted when, by his own evil desire, he is dragged
away and enticed. 15 Then, after desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is
full-grown, gives birth to death. James 1:13-15

enticed: deleazo (del-eh-ad'-zo); to entrap, allure, entice, hook.

Flee from sexual immorality... All other sins a man commits are outside his body, but he who
sins sexually sins against his own body. 19 Do you not know that your body is a temple of the
Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God? You are not your own; 20 you
were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your body. 1 Corinthians 6:18-20

flee: pheugo (fyoo'-go); to run away; to shun; to escape, to distance oneself.
